Grant Agreement and Certification

THIS GRANT AGREEMENT AND CERTIFICATION (“Agreement”) is entered into this ___ of ________, 2020 by and between Craft3, a nonprofit Community Development Financial Institution organized under the laws of the State of Oregon, (“Grantor), and ___________________, a __________, organized under the laws of the State of Washington, (“Recipient”), (collectively, the “Parties”).
The City of Kent (“Kent”) launched a Small Business Emergency Relief Grant program (the “Program”) to help businesses recover from the impact of the declared public health emergency relating to the COVID-19 pandemic.
Kent contracted with Grantor to serve as the independent adminsitrator of the Program.
Following a review of Recipients’ application to the Program, Grantor agrees to provide Recipient with a small business emergency relief grant in the amount of Six Thousand Five Hundred dollars ($6,500.00) (“Grant Funds”).
Recipient agrees to accept the Grant Funds from the Grantor.
Recipient acknowledges that for-profit businesses may be required to report grant awards as taxable income and should consult with an accounting professional for further guidance. 
The Grant Funds provided pursuant to the Program are made available subject to section 5001 of the CARES Act and Title V and VI of the CARES Act. Recipient agrees to administer the Grant Funds consistent with this Agreement, in accordance with the applicable provisions of the CARES Act, any future applicable guidance issued by the U.S. Department of Treasury and any other applicable federal provisions, as currently described at Attachment A (“Federal Terms and Conditions”).  
The Kent Small Business Emergency Relief Grant is separate from any loans Recipient may currently hold with Grantor, federal agency, or with other financial institution. 
By entering into this Agreement, Recipient:  
· Agrees to accept the Kent Small Business Emergency Relief Grant award from Grantor. 
· Agrees to use Grant Funds for eligible working capital purposes as described in Attachment A “Federal Terms and Conditions”.
· [bookmark: _Hlk46845099]Attests that Grant Funds provided pursuant to this Agreement cannot be used for expenditures for which the Recipient has received any other emergency COVID-19 supplemental funding whether state, federal or private in nature, for that same expense.
· [bookmark: _Hlk45866673]Attests to Recipient’s compliance with City of Kent grant eligibility criteria as described in Attachment B “Eligibility Criteria”. 
· Agrees to retain documentation of all uses of the Grant Funds received under this Agreement, including, but not limited to, invoices and/or sales receipts, in a manner consistent with §200.333 Retention requirements for records of 2 CFR 200 Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards (Uniform Guidance). Such documentation shall be produced to Craft3 or City of Kent upon request and may be subject to audit by the State Auditor. 
· Acknowledges that records associated with this Agreement may be subject to disclosure under the Public Records Act, Chapter 42.56 RCW.
· Consents to receiving a voluntary survey from Grantor within six months of grant disbursement to assess impact of this grant on Recipient’s business.
· Agrees that Grantor may use, publish, distribute and display Recipient’s anonymous responses, non-confidential information and comments, including those provided previously in Recipient’s application, in whole or in part, in any media for informational, promotional or other business-related purposes.
· Acknowledges receipt of and agrees to the terms and conditions set forth in Grantor’s privacy policy.
Recipient shall, at its cost and expense, defend, indemnify, and hold harmless Grantor, its directors, officers, employees, and agents, from and against any and all demands, liabilities, causes of action, costs and expenses (including attorneys’ fees), claims, judgments, or awards of damages, arising out of or in any way resulting from the acts or omissions of Recipient, its directors, officers, employees, or agents, relating in any way to the Recipient’s performance under this Agreement. These indemnification obligations shall survive the termination of this Agreement.  Recipient further agrees that it is financially responsible for and will repay Grantor any and all indicated amounts following an audit exception which occurs due to Recipient’s failure, for any reason, to comply with the terms of this Agreement.
